GRASP 2009 . . . Summer Correspondence  

Program in Math and Reading for Elementary 
Students in District 196  
GRASP is a nine-week correspondence program through Commu-
nity Education designed to help students in grades K-8 maintain 

their reading and math levels during the summer months. The format of the program also pre-
pares students for the standardized testing environment. GRASP Workbooks will be available 
for review in the office March 2nd through April 3rd. The cost is $26.00 for one subject and 
$49.00 for two subjects.  Deadline for registration this year is April 3.   
 
GRASP should not be considered as a replacement for participating in summer school 
if a child is eligible. GRASP is not intended to replace regular reading for enjoyment or 
math activities that strengthen a childôs fluency and love for math. 

 

Nurseõs Corner 
Prevent getting lice by avoiding head to head contact. Do not share anything that goes 
on your head, including hats, helmets, pillows, hair accessories, brushes, combs, 
scarves, etc.   Teach your children to avoid piling coats and to tuck their hats, scarves 
and mittens inside their sleeve when storing them. The best way to control head lice is to 
teach parents and caregivers about head lice.  
 
Parents should check their child's head for head lice frequently throughout the year. Treating a 
small problem is much easier than tackling an infestation that has been there for a 
while. Look for crawling lice in the hair, usually few in number, eggs (nits) that are attached to 
the hair shaft and do not come off. Scratch marks may also be present. Lice tend to be at the 
nape of the neck and behind the ears.
